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Student Obligations During the Internship

-Completing the full B-week internship period at the approved institution.
-Adhering to the work rules and regulations of the training institution.
-Ensuring the internship report is sent to the responsible person.

-The student must follow up with the training and graduates unit regarding
the evaluation during the training period.

-Writing the final summer internship report, which includes all required
information and elements.

Training Institution Obligations
Providing an appropriate environment for the student, ensuring they are

not assigned irrelevant tasks, such as clerical work, translation, or file management.

Submitting a report to the university about the student's performance.
Maintaining communication between the university and the training institution.
Following up on the students during the internship period, with possible visits from
university supervisors to ensure progress.

Summer Internship Cancellation Cases

-If the training institution provides an unsatisfactory report.
-Failure to submit the original report.

-Absence of four or more days during the internship period.
-Submission of copied reports from previous periods.
